MINISTER’S MESSAGE 
Over 100 of us gathered this past Sunday for the 

121st annual meeting of our church. Three kinds of soup 
were served in Robinson Hall by Caroline and Courty 
Bartlett.  John Flippin called the 1½ hour meeting to order 
at 12:45. The opening hymn, The Church’s One 

Foundation, was enthusiastic.  
  During a section of the meeting called The Life of 
the Church, Mr. Flippin called Joan Donnelly, Mackenzie 
Carey, Alden Schade, Andy Ogilvie and Maira Hernandez-
Kinloch forward to tell about the work they participated in 
during 2009. Their testimonies concerned the Morning 
Glories/40 Days of Love small groups, SCEEP tutoring, 
Bethel Love Soup Kitchen, the Men’s Group, and the 
Cherub Choir, respectively.   

During reports of the ministries, Tom Duym, chair 
of AP&P briefed the meeting on the progress of Operation 
Mustard Seed projects.  This was followed by a song 
written and sung by David Kerr and Russell Prince to 
honor Tom Mustachio’s first year as our Minister of 
Music.  Parish Clerk Barbara Duym remembered those 
who died during the past year. She also recognized our 50 
year members: Jim Lacey, Bob Grace, Sr., Syd and 
Barbara Metro. Also mentioned was 80 year member Cliff 
Stevens.  

Finance chair Michael Carey presented a budget 
for 2010.  It calls for expenses of $679,000 with pledges of 
$505,000 and a challenge (deficit) of $93,000.  Mr. Flippin 
previously stated that he would like to see the entire 
amount raised so that the church ‘doesn’t live in fear but 
faith.’  At the meeting, he and his wife Pam raised their 
pledge for the year by an additional $1000 and asked 
others to join them.  He announced he would appoint ad 
hoc committees to work on new members and to create a 
more collaborative budget process for next year. With 
some dissension the budget passed.  

Courtney Bartlett, chair of Nominating, came out 
of the kitchen to present the leadership slate, as published 
in last week’s newsletter. It passed unanimously.  Mr. 
Flippin thanked retiring council members: Kara Travia, 
Marie Zolcinski, Caroline Bartlett, Gordon Hunziker and 
David Dik.  He also acknowledged the leadership of 
retiring Curt Schade as chair of the Endowment Trustees.  
In Mr. Schade’s report it was announced that an 
anonymous giver has pledged a gift of $50,000 to the 
Endowment Fund if the congregation can raise a challenge 
amount of $25,000.  The gift is in memory of Carolyn 
“Midge” Bourne.  

Barbara Stevens received the 2nd Mile Award and 
spoke her thanks. Mr. Dik offered a tribute to Bart Brown 
who retired this year as chair of the Music Committee after 
23 years! Mr. Dik will now lead the committee.  

The officers were installed by the ministers and 
Mr. Flippin. We sang Guide Me, O Thou Great Jehovah 
and adjourned.

especially on Saturday; delicious, innovative meals and 
baked goods; conservative but steady buying by our 
visitors; glowing evening luminaries to safely guide our 
patrons to the chapel entrance; a helpful appraisal service 
that had our visitors lined up across Robinson Hall, and 
generous coverage by our local newspapers, some of 
whose reporters and photographers enjoyed our show. 

Event chairs Norma Batastini, Ellen Auborn and 
Kevin Curtin offer generous thanks on behalf of the 
Women's Association to all who helped to sustain this 
time-honored event.  Over 100 volunteers - men, women 
and young people - shared a part of its success.   

From the hearty crew of 25 who manned the 
Sunday set-up of our church halls - through Saturday's 
ambitious put-back and farewell supper for the Integrity 
porters presented by Marie and Mike Zolcinski, the W.A.

We are happy to announce that our show proceeds brought 
a net of approximately $13,000 after these expenses, and 
we are once again able to continue support of several local 
benevolences as well as make a gift of $1000 to our new 
friends at 'Toni's Kitchen' at St. Luke's Church in 
Montclair.  Enjoy the photos in the two Glen Ridge papers 
and be proud of your personal hours of service to this 
worthwhile outreach project.  

John R. Clark, a dealer and appraiser from Egg 
Harbor Twp, reports a few handsome and unusual 
examples for him to examine: a rare salt-glazed, 
stoneware piece in the shape of a pig, was worth between 
$6-$8 thousand and might be re-valued at $20,000 if it 
could be determined to be older than the owner had 
recorded. There was a hand-hammered copper serving tray 
valued at $2500 signed with the Craftsman Farm logo 
made by Gustav Stickley, who is considered the Father of 
the American Arts and Crafts movement.  It was made in 
Parsipany, NJ, circa 1900-1915.  A diamond and sapphire 
brooch set in platinum (7-9 carats of diamonds) dating 
from the 1920s was valued at $8500-$9500.  And there 
were more notable treasures we don't have space to print! 
 

It is important to note that even before the show 
began, we had some major expenses to cover:  $840 for 
new 9-ft tables for our entire church membership and 
visitors to use in the future; about $900 in advertising 
costs; and $200 for the huge new sign at the corner of 
Ridgewood and Bloomfield Avenues.  

 We are gathering new workers each year and also 
new friends among the folks to whom we offer our 
attention and care. And did we mention we all had FUN?!  
Thank you sincerely from the Women's Association of the
