REVIEW: THE MAJESTIC TRUMPET  
From regal music of the baroque to the fiery depiction of 
Christ’s Passion by 20th century composer, Henri Tomasi, 
over 100 people enjoyed the fine musicianship of 
trumpeter Tom Verchot and organist Tom Mustachio on 
Sunday afternoon, March 7th.  With music for both piccolo 
trumpet and C trumpet, the program spanned the centuries 
with works by Viviani, Clarke, Albinoni, Purcell, 
Clerambault, Tomasi, Hovhaness and Werner. A special 
feature was the world premiere of a new piece for organ 
composed by Mr. Mustachio, Trumpets in Dialogue. 

Members of the trumpet ensemble from Glen Ridge High 
School joined Messrs. Verchot and Mustachio for the 
concert finale, Jesu, Joy of Man’s Desiring by Bach, and 
Nimrod from the Enigma Variations by Elgar.
