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During the season of Lent the Church School students 
have had the opportunity to learn about Jesus and his first 
disciples.  Each class has made a shield with the symbols 
representing the disciple it was assigned..  At the Lenten 
Workshop the students had an opportunity to speak about 
their disciples and the adults present were very impressed 
with their public speaking ability. The shields will be 
displayed during the Palm Sunday procession. 

It was not just the making of the shields that made the 
workshop an important church school learning experience.  
Children from the age of three through 8th grade worked 
together in Robinson Hall  all doing the same  project and 
“talking and singing  about God and Jesus.” The older 
students had the opportunity to be role models for the 
younger children.  The little ones loved listening to the 
upper grade students explain about their disciples and the 
younger ones made a great shield representing “All of Us” 
and learning that they too are disciples. Think about it!  If 
a student was absent that day when will he/she work with 
a unified group learning and talking about the Bible, 
Jesus, God, Judas, Thomas etc.?  Certainly not in weekday 
school! When will they join together to eat hot pretzels 
and learn about this being a Lenten activity? Ask a student 
to show you how a pretzel represents praying hands.   

Every week our dedicated teachers work hard at 
presenting meaningful lessons and activities for the 
students.  There are only ten more classes until Church 
School begins its summer schedule.  It will be wonderful 
to have all our student disciples present and with the group 
growing in faith, talking together about Jesus and praying 
to God.

Presentation on Good Friday, April 2nd at 8pm. And  
EASTER WORSHIP on April 4th at 10:15 a.m. with our 
traditional EGG HUNT following the service.
