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Probably I shouldn’t call it a Holy Week post 
mortem, but it’s too good to resist!  Palm Sunday we had a 
great procession of choirs and our Church School students 
and teachers.  Wonderful music from Tom Mustachio and 
his choir.  Cindy Reynolds preached a great sermon on the 
disciple Judas.  

During Holy Week the electricians were  
re-volting busily trying to get the chandeliers back up and 
get the scaffolding down for Maundy Thursday.  They 
almost made it. One chandelier didn’t get hung until the 
Monday after Easter. So we had a very dark communion 
and Tenebrae service that night.  The congregation was 
not impacted as much as the eight readers.  Particularly 
David Ellertson & Theresa Messineo had very little light 
by which to read the last two readings, but they did!  Our 
choir was exceptional on Thursday evening, accompanied 
by a string quartet.  Wow!   
 We began Good Friday with the Way to the Cross. 
A large number of youngsters came to hear the story of 
Easter. That evening the YPS performed a chancel drama, 
“No Name in the Street.” They were outstanding!  Thank 
you to Sherry Brabham and Ben Woodworth and our 
actors. 
 Easter came around on a bright and sunny day.  
We had at the two services 427 souls dressed and smiling 
to celebrate the season. The bell choir rang. The Cherubs 
and Carol Choirs sang a great Beethoven anthem (Jesus is 
Risen) in the loft with the Chancel Choir.  Later in the 
service the adults sang the stirring Hallelujah from 
Beethoven’s Mount of Olives. My sermon was on the 
disciple Mary Magdalene, the first witness of the 
resurrection.  Marty Lacey led an activity for 26 young 
souls. We served communion to the appreciative 
congregation, too. Following the service the children 
ran—not walked—to the South Lawn to hunt for eggs.  A 
great morning at Glen Ridge Congregational! 
 One more thing. Though the chandeliers and the 
wall sconces were hanging again and looking lovely after 
the restoration work by John Caldwell, the other lights 
were not yet hooked up. Very dim for an Easter Service! 
But if I were a betting man, I’d wager that next Sunday 
the new lights will all be on and we’ll enjoy our much 
improved lighting system in the sanctuary.  “The people 
who walked in darkness [will see] a great light.”    
 This next Sunday is our last sermon in our 
discipleship series. If you missed one, they are all posted 
on our church’s web site.   See you in church next Sunday.
