March has been a hectic month and it has flown
by. We have been busy not only preparing for an “ending"
to our time in South Africa but beginning to prepare for a
new "beginning” in the USA and hopefully to
Mozambique as well.

Jon has been busy with one of the churches in
starting a agricultural project near Sutterheim. He is
working closely with Nozuko on this project. And at the
end of the day, will include 2 vegetable tunnels (that are
already up and running), a full on vegetable garden, a
chicken house and a piggery. This will be a church ran
project and it is very exciting to see how this will change
and assist the local community.

We are heading back to the US on May 29! We
will hit the ground running as our time has already been
planned out by Global Ministries. But we are truly looking
forward to our time in the US. Hoping for a time of
reconnection and renewal. The kids are super excited to
see our families and old friends. My mom continues to
take her radiation and will start the last round of chemo
next week. She is coping but still in great amount of pain.
Thanks for your prayers for her healing and peace of mind
(and mine) during this time.

As we look to begin selling, packing, repacking,
canceling, stressing, shedding some tears, preparing to
leave a life we have made home for the last 8 years, and
making plans for a new transition to Mozambique via the
US for 7 months - please keeps us in your thoughts!
