The loss of a spouse or parent can be devastating enough. We don't need the added burden of not having planned. Come to a 2 hour session and be better prepared.

If you were suddenly alone, could you wake up in the morning, operate effectively throughout the day as you performed the activities of daily living, retire self-assured at night, and repeat that process in the weeks, months, and years to come?

Could you today, without help from anyone, put your hands on all your financial records, legal documents, personal identification cards, insurance policies, medical records, prescriptions, computer logins and passwords?

Have you thought about what you will do or where you will live if you become incapacitated? Have you told anyone your wishes upon death?

It is very likely that you do not have all the information needed at your fingertips. You do not know what you do not know. It's possible that someone else has managed all or most of your affairs for you until now, and now you are all alone. This workshop will help you create a comprehensive “personal operating manual” if you happen to ever find yourself suddenly alone.

Ken and Donna Wright were longtime residents of Montclair, New Jersey and Shelter Island, New York. Donna's family moved to Montclair when she was in the 5th grade. Ken moved to Montclair when he married Donna 57 years ago. Donna is a member of the Garden Club Of Montclair and the Junior Leagues of Montclair-Newark and the Palm Beaches. Ken was an elder at the Presbyterian Church of Montclair. They have presented this seminar pro bono for many years at churches and community organizations in four states. 		In 1982 (42 years ago!), a group of women began meeting for bible study, reflection, and spiritual formation at GRCC. Evolving from a group called Tres Dias, these women formed the Morning Glories. The morning glory flower blossoms in the early hours, opening to the sun and trumpeting beauty. Morning glories grow from a seed, send out rambling vines, and connect on lattices. That became the perfect name / symbol for women who were planting seeds of faith in themselves and with others. The women met in the GRCC library at 6:30 a.m., read the lectionary bible readings for that week, studied together using Disciplines (a guide that has commentary for each day of the year), and shared names of people who needed special prayers. Those women were early birds and morning glories!
Forty-two years later, Morning Glories members still read the lectionary, study commentary from Disciplines, and share prayer. Time has changed some things. Since Covid, meetings are on ZOOM at 7:30 a.m. The group is enriched by being interdenominational with UCC, Reformed Church, Roman Catholics, Presbyterians, Baptists, and others denominations participating. Members live everywhere from the Glen Ridge area to the Jersey shore and Georgia.
